PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

This measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 524 which prohibits persons present during grand jury proceedings from disclosing information from those proceedings.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 84 on local governments is expected to be minimal. BR 84 designates that any person found directly or indirectly disclosing grand jury proceedings or testimony to a person who was the subject of the testimony or proceedings shall be guilty of a Class D felony.

Local governments will be responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals who are charged with a Class D felony until the time of conviction and final sentencing. The average length of stay prior to a conviction and final sentencing in 8.7 months. The average per diem cost to local jails to house an inmate is approximately $31.68. Once a person is convicted of a Class D felony, they may be housed at one of 71 local jails for the duration of their sentence. The state, however, reimburses the local jail for a portion of the incarceration costs. The current rate of reimbursement is $26.51 per day.

Individuals convicted of a Class D felony are incarcerated a minimum of one year but no more than five years. In the case of BR 84, the number of events constituting a crime is expected to be small, thus the cost of incarceration borne by the local governments would be minimal.
