PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

BR 308 would transfer the City of Prospect, in Jefferson County, from a city of the fourth class to a city of the third class.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 308 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure would transfer the City of Prospect, in Jefferson County, from a city of the fourth class to a city of the third class. Cities of the third class are required by statute to have a full-time police and fire department. The City of Prospect has already established a full-time police department and is currently being served by a full-time fire department from a neighboring community. The courts have ruled that this arrangement would satisfy the statutory requirements of a full-time fire department. There should, therefore, be no added cost associated with this requirement. 

Cities of the third class may elect to institute a civil service system. Prospect does not currently have such a system in place. If the city decides to institute a civil service system, there would be costs associated with the change. 

Third class cities have increased taxing options not available to fourth class cities. This may result in increased revenues for the City of Prospect.
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
