PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 134 SCS retains the major provisions of the original bill and makes the following changes in Section 2 of the measure:

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Requires County Clerks to only replace free of charge special license plates that deteriorate to the point that the lettering, numbering, or images on the face of the plate aren't legible, and the owner or lessee hasn't transferred the vehicle during the current licensing period;

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Requires County Clerks, upon payment of a $3 County Clerk fee, to issue a new special license plate if the plate is lost, stolen, or damaged in an accident, and the owner or lessee hasn't transferred the vehicle during the current licensing period.

Under the original bill, the replacement of a special license plate was free of charge regardless of whether it had deteriorated or had been lost, stolen or damaged in an accident.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 134 SCS on local governments is the same as the impact of HB 134 as introduced, except that County Clerks will receive new funds from the provisions of Section 2 which require the payment of a $3 County Clerk fee for the issuance of any special license plate replacing a lost, stolen, or damaged special plate, and the owner or lessee hasn't transferred the vehicle during the current licensing period.  The number of special license plates that have been annually replaced free of charge under these conditions is unknown.
