PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 141 GA makes various changes to the current election procedures at the state and local level. It creates a new section of KRS Chapter 117 to prohibit any items, electronic or otherwise, in the voting room to record the identity of voters, except for the precinct signature roster.

HB 141 GA amends a number of sections in KRS Chapter 117 to prohibit a member serving on the board if he or she is a candidate for public office, require certain training to poll workers, establish a time for the filing of the declaration of intent for write-in candidates, delete language barring the State Board of Elections from paying expenses for certain precincts, and change the election essay and slogan contest.

Additionally, HB 141 GA amends various sections of KRS Chapter 118 to clarify that candidates are political party candidates exclude a candidate for President from the time requirement related to solicitation of a petition, and permit certain independent candidates to be exempt from the requirement to file a statement of candidacy form.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

HB 141 GA will have no fiscal impact on local government, as the provisions that would affect the local boards of elections are already in practice. There are two provisions of HB 141 GA that address practices on the local level: (1) required for training poll workers on disability awareness and the provisional voting process; and (2) deleting language barring the State Board of Elections from paying expenses for those precinct with less than 350 voters, unless prior approval was granted.

According to the Executive Director of the State Board of Elections, both of these provisions are an attempt to codify practices that already exist. The county election board added training on disability awareness and provisional voting process last year, and the State Board of Elections already pay counties $255 per precinct regardless of the number of voters in the precinct. 
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
