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MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

Mandates that the Transportation Cabinet, Department of Highways, install traffic control signals exhibiting different colored lights at the entrance of any school meeting the requirements of the ACT.

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

Amends KRS 189.336 to create a new Section 4 that reads as follows:

(a)
The Department of Highways, with respect to school zones, shall authorize the installation, at state expense, of a traffic control signal exhibiting different colored lights at the entrance of any school meeting the requirements of paragraph (b) of this subsection upon receipt of a written request of the superintendent of the appropriate school district.

(b)
To be eligible for a traffic control device under paragraph (a) of this subsection, a school shall be located on a section of state-maintained roadway with an average daily traffic volume of ten thousand (10,000) vehicles per day.
FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The Transportation Cabinet estimates that it will cost approximately $50,000 per traffic signal installed.  There are 1,400 public schools in the Commonwealth, and many with multiple entrances.  It is indeterminable how many of the existing schools would qualify for a new signal.  If only one percent of the schools qualifies for a new signal the cost would be approximately $700,000.  If 10% qualified, then the cost would be $7,000,000.  Any dollar expended on this initiative will be a direct reduction to the State Funded construction account, which funds the Six-Year Highway Plan.
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
