Text of Legislation:  

Create a new sections of KRS Chapter 510 to create the crimes of custodial sexual misconduct in the first degree and in the second degree; amend KRS 510.020, relating to lack of consent to sexual offenses, to include victims of custodial sexual misconduct.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This Act would create penalties for sexual misconduct of correctional employee including probation and parole officers when the victim has been placed by court order in the care or custody of a state or local agency or officer; or, incarcerated for rehabilitative penal or mental health treatment purposes.   A person is guilty of sexual misctwhen a probation or parole officer has supervisory authority over the victim while the victim is on probation or parole.  Penalties range from Class C felony for sexual misconduct in the first degree when the victim is under the age of 18, to a Class A misdemeanor for sexual misconduct in the second degree.   

This will be a tool for the Department of Correction to provide a mechanism prevent and prosecute misconduct in the future.  Staff misconduct has occurred in the past and the Department has desired strong penalities in order to prevent abuse of those placed withing the Department of Correction Custody.
