PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 189 GA requires licensing authorities to extend any professional or business license, permit or certification held by a member of the Kentucky National Guard or Reserve who has been deployed overseas until ninety days after the end of the deployment. The measure also requires the licensing authority to renew any license that has been extended for a deployed Guardsman or Reservist until the next date that the license expires, or for the period that the license is normally issued, at no cost to the Guardsman or Reservist, if the person requests renewal of the license within ninety days after the end of the overseas deployment.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 189 GA on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires local governments to extend any license held by a member of the Kentucky National Guard or Reserve who has been deployed overseas until ninety days after the end of the deployment. It also requires local governments to renew at no cost, any license that has been extended due to the overseas deployment until the next date that the license expires. The Guardsman or Reservists must request the renewal within ninety days after the end of the overseas deployment.

The term "license", as referred to in this legislation, is defined in KRS 335B.010 as all licenses, permits, certificates, registrations, or other means required to engage in an occupation. HB 189 GA would therefore include both professional and business licenses. The majority of professional licenses (i.e. plumbing, realty, HVAC) are issued by the Commonwealth of Kentucky and most locally issued professional license have been phased out over time. There are, however, a few professional licenses that are still issued locally. For example, Louisville Metro City Government currently issues licenses for building contractors, charitable solicitors, pawn brokers, and adult entertainers. The majority of business and other types of related licenses, however, are issued by the local government where the business resides.

HB 189 GA requires local governments to extend a license held by a Guardsman or Reservist who has been deployed overseas. There would be some administrative costs to local governments in identifying individuals qualifying for the extension. HB 189 GA also requires local governments, upon request, to renew the extended license at no cost. Renewal fees are not typically charged on business licenses. The renewal fees charged for professional licenses vary depending on the local government issuing the license and the type of profession.

The number of incidences covered under HB 189 GA is expected to be small, therefore the cost borne by local governments would be minimal.
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
