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AN ACT proposing an amendment to Sections 42 and 80 of the Constitution of Kentucky relating to the General Assembly.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   It is proposed that Section 80 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


The Governor[He] may, on extraordinary occasions, convene the General Assembly at the seat of government, or at a different place, if that should have become dangerous from an enemy or from contagious diseases. In case of disagreement between the two Houses with respect to the time of adjournment, the Governor[he] may adjourn them to such time as the Governor[he] shall think proper, not exceeding four months. When the Governor[he] shall convene the General Assembly it shall be by proclamation, stating the subjects to be considered, and no other shall be considered. The Governor shall convene an extraordinary session within thirty (30) days following the adjournment sine die of a regular session in an even-numbered year, if the General Assembly has not, during that regular session, enacted a budget for the Executive Department.
Section 2.   It is proposed that Section 42 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


(1)  The members of the General Assembly shall severally receive from the State Treasury compensation for their services: Provided, No change shall take effect during the session at which it is made; nor shall a session occurring in odd-numbered years extend beyond March 30; nor shall a session of the General Assembly occurring in even-numbered years continue beyond sixty legislative days, nor shall it extend beyond April 15; these limitations as to length of sessions shall not apply to the Senate when sitting as a court of impeachment. A legislative day shall be construed to mean a calendar day, exclusive of Sundays, legal holidays, or any day on which neither House meets.


(2)  When the Governor convenes the General Assembly for an extraordinary session as a result of the General Assembly's failure to enact a budget for the Executive Department before it adjourns sine die during a regular session occurring in an even-numbered year, members of the General Assembly shall not consider any other bill or resolution having the force of law except for the budget memorandum, and shall not be compensated or reimbursed for their work or necessary and ordinary expenses during the extraordinary session, except that they shall be granted expenses equal to any allowance provided when the General Assembly is not in session.
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
