Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 117 to establish the right to vote early in elections including special elections; to require early voters to sign an Early Voting Voter Certificate and to establish penalties for fraudulent conduct; to permit challenges regarding the qualifications of an early voter; amend KRS 117.995 to conform.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The ACT would create sections of KRS that would allow for early voting.  Part of the form that people wanting to vote early would have to sign states that the person signing could be convicted of a Class D felony and both finds up to ten thousand dollars and imprisoned for up to five years in accordance with KRS 532.020 if the person in connection to voting.  At this time it cannot be determined what effect this ACT would have on the Class D population.   

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Any increase in the number of Class D felony offenders would increase the fiscal obligation of the Commonwealth for housing the offenders in local jails.  In addition, Probation and Parole would see an increase in caseload and in the costs to supervise these offenders.
