On page 2, after line 5 by adding the following:

"Section 2.   It is proposed that Section 74 of the Constitution of Kentucky be amended to read as follows:


The Governor and Lieutenant Governor shall at stated times receive for the performance of the duties of their respective offices compensation to be fixed by law. If the General Assembly fails to enact a bill or bills appropriating moneys for the operation of state government during a regular session occurring in an even-numbered year, and continues in session beyond the sixtieth legislative day until enactment of the appropriation bill or bills, the Governor and the Lieutenant Governor shall not receive compensation for their services after the sixtieth legislative day. The Governor's chief of staff and cabinet secretaries shall also be denied compensation for their services afer the sixtieth legislative day.";

On page 2, line 6, after "Section" and before "This" by deleting "2" and by inserting in lieu thereof "3"; and

On page 2, line 12, after "salary" and before "after" by inserting ", and prohibiting the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, the Governor's Chief of Staff, and the Cabinet Secretaries from receiving compensation for their services".
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
