Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 510 to define "entice" and establish the offense of enticement by telecommunications device; prohibit enticement of a person under the age of sixteen by telecommunications device to engage in certain illegal sexual activity; establish forfeiture of personal property used in the commission or furtherance of the enticement; define criminal penalties for enticement; amend KRS 510.010 to create a definition for "telecommunications device."

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

This act would create a Class D Felony for crime of enticement by telecommunications device.  Most  Class D felons, as part of the Class D program are kept in local jails.  Because the new section is in KRS 510 “enticement” would be defined as a sex crime under the definition of KRS 17.500, there by requiring the convicted felon to complete the sex offender program in order to recieve time credit on their sentence or see the Parole Board. 

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
At this time, it is not possible to determine the impact without an estimate of how many convictions would occur under the proposed legislation.  It is possible that there would be a spike in incarcerations upon the enactment of this legislation, which would then level out.  Included in the fiscal impact would be the cost to incarcerate the inmate and the cost for the sex offender treatment program.
