PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 220 HCS retains the original provisions of the bill and makes the following changes: The measure requires sheriff's offices to issue a receipt for renewal applications for licenses to carry a concealed deadly weapon. The license renewal application, along with the original license, will serve as a valid extension of the original license.  

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 220 HCS on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires local law enforcement agencies upon request, to provide to retired peace officers and the Department of State Police the information necessary for certification to carry a concealed deadly weapon. The information is to be provided entirely at the local law enforcement agency's expense. Providing this information would result in some administrative and personnel costs for local governments.

HB 220 HCS also allows local law enforcement agencies the option of conducting firearms qualification for its retirees. A fee of up to $20 may be charged to participants to cover the costs associated with the testing. If the cost of testing is above $20, that expense would be borne by the local government.

The measure requires the sheriff's office to issue a receipt for renewal applications for licenses to carry a concealed deadly weapon. Sheriff's offices are already responsible for handling the renewal of licenses to carry a concealed deadly weapon. HB 220 HCS would result in minimal administrative expense associated with providing the applicant with a receipt for the renewal application.
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
