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AN ACT relating to manufacture of methamphetamine.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 218A.1432 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
A person is guilty of manufacturing methamphetamine when he or she knowingly and unlawfully:

(a)
Manufactures methamphetamine; or

(b)
Possesses thirty percent (30%) or more of the chemicals or thirty percent (30%) or more of the equipment necessary for the manufacture of methamphetamine with the intent to manufacture methamphetamine.

(2)
In meeting the thirty percent (30%) requirement under subsection (1) of this section, it shall not be necessary for the Commonwealth to prove, unless known, the method the defendant would use to illegally manufacture methamphetamine.
(3)
In determining the intent to illegally manufacture methamphetamine under subsection (1) of this section, the Commonwealth may, in addition to any other relevant evidence, use as evidence:
(a)
The ability of a person to manufacture methamphetamine utilizing the chemicals or equipment, or both, which the defendant had in his or her possession;
(b)
The fact that the chemicals or equipment, or both, which the defendant had in his or her possession are highly necessary in the manufacture of methamphetamine;
(c)
The proximity of the chemicals or equipment, or both, at the time the defendant was arrested or cited; or
(d)
The fact that the quantity of chemicals or the specific nature of equipment possessed by the defendant is particularly indicative of an intent to manufacture methamphetamine.
(4)
In his or her defense, the defendant may introduce evidence that the chemicals or equipment were possessed for a legitimate purpose.
(5)
Manufacture of methamphetamine is a Class B felony for the first offense and a Class A felony for a second or subsequent offense.
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
