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I. PROPOSED REVISIONS
Amends KRS 21.580 to remove the reference to pilot project and January 2009 sunset provision for the Senior Status Program for Special Judges.  It also creates a new subsection to provide for participation in this Senior Status Program for Special Judges by judges who are members of the Kentucky Employees Retirement System.

II. COMMENTS RELATIVE TO PROPOSED REVISIONS
The cost impact of this proposal will be a function of the number of eligible judges who ultimately elect to participate in the Senior Status Program for Special Judges.  Estimates have been provided in prior sessions of the impact of this program based on the number of currently eligible judges.  These estimates represented the maximum potential impact if all currently eligible judges elected to participate in this program --- an unlikely situation.  The actual cost will emerge over time as experience develops relative to judges actually electing to participate in this program.

IV. ACTUARIAL CERTIFICATION
This statement is intended to provide an estimate of the cost impact of proposed revisions noted in Section I, and does not necessarily address the appropriateness of making such revision.
