Text of Legislation:  

Create a new section of KRS Chapter 315 relating to pharmacies and pharmacists to require internet pharmacies to have a permit to operate in Kentucky and to obey Kentucky pharmacy laws; create new sections of KRS Chapter 315 to specify permitted and prohibited acts for internet pharmacies, how prescriptions for internet pharmacies are to be filled and related matters; create a new section of KRS Chapter 315 to give the Attorney General and Commonwealth's attorneys over felony offenses related to internet pharmacies; create a new section of KRS Chapter 315 to provide for seizure and forfeiture of illegal shipments of drugs; amend KRS 315.010 relating to definitions to conform; amend KRS 315.990 relating to penalties to conform.

Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

The proposed section of KSR creates several new felonies (Class B, C and D  felonies) as it relates to operation of internet pharmacies.  It also states that the court shall not grant probation or suspend the sentence of a person guilty under this section.  It also creates Class C or Class B felony for practitioners violates sections of the drafted bill.  

Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
The proposed legislation will cause an increase in the number of people who operate internet pharmacies being prosecuted and sentenced to state prisons for violations.  The increase in the number of people serving sentences under this provision will cause an increase in spending in order to house and maintain custody of those sentenced.
