PURPOSE/MECHANICS

HB 345 GA amends KRS 381.770 to establish definitions of items considered to be a public nuisance, a health hazard, or source of filth. Included in this provision are junked and wrecked automobiles, motor vehicles and machines, and mobile homes or manufactured homes that are junked, wrecked, or nonoperative and uninhabited.

HB 345 GA excludes under the definition of public nuisance items found on the property of a licensed automotive recycling dealer or stored out of the ordinary public view, and motor vehicles associated with motor carriers.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 345 GA on local government is expected to be minimal. Costs associated with the bill include amending any existing local ordinance to come into compliance with HB 345 GA and the expense of removing nuisance items if not removed by the property owner. 

Currently, local governments are permitted to have an ordinance that deals with public nuisances. However, it is not known how many local governments actually have such an ordinance. Costs associated with amending an ordinance would include administrative time in preparing and presenting the ordinance to the legislative body, publication of the change in a local newspaper of general circulation, and indexing and recording the ordinance once adopted.

The expense to local government of removing nuisance items if the property owner does not properly dispose of them can be recouped by placing a lien on the property, which is allowed under current law.

There may be some long-term cost savings to the local government associated with HB 345 GA through avoidance of health and sanitation risks, and improvement of property values and the potential for economic development.
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
