PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 35 HCS 1 creates a new section of KRS Chapter 405 to require the Cabinet for Families and Children to create the KinCare Support Program. The measure also requires the Cabinet for Families and Children to create an affidavit establishing a caregiver's authority to provide consent for medical treatment and make school-related decisions of a minor. HB 35 HCS 1 establishes a penalty of a Class A misdemeanor for person making false statements on the affidavit.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 35 HCS 1 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure requires the Cabinet for Families and Children to create an affidavit establishing a caregiver's authority to consent to medical treatment for a minor and to make school-related decisions for a minor. Persons found guilty of providing false information in the affidavit shall be guilty of a Class A misdemeanor.

Local law enforcement will need little training to comply with this measure. Local governments will be responsible for incarcerating individuals who violate provisions of the measure. Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to one year, at an average cost of approximately $31.68 per day, entirely at the local government's expense.

The number of cases constituting a crime under HB 35 HCS 1 is expected to be small, therefore, the costs borne by local governments would be minimal.
