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AN ACT relating to domestic relations.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 405 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
As used in this section:
(a)
The terms "sex crime" and "criminal offense against a victim who is a minor" carry the same meaning as set out in KRS 17.500; and
(b)
The term "family member" carries the same meaning as set out in KRS 403.720.
(2)
Upon conviction of a person for the commission of a sex crime or a criminal offense against a victim who is a minor and, in either case, the victim of the offense was both a minor and a family member of the offender, the person shall be prohibited, by operation of law, from exercising any parental rights with respect to any family member of that person, except for the payment of support for a family member otherwise required by law.

(3)
The prohibition in subsection (2) of this section may only be lifted by the sentencing court after the person convicted has completed the service of the sentence imposed for the offense and the court has, upon motion, conducted a hearing on the advisability of lifting the prohibition, with all persons exercising parental or custodial authority over the child at the time of the hearing being given notice of the hearing and an opportunity to be heard. The court may, prior to the hearing, transfer the responsibility for hearing and deciding the matter to a civil or family court division of the court in the same judicial circuit.
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
