PURPOSE/MECHANICS 

Under current law, when an individual's license or registration is suspended and that person fails to immediately return the license or registration to the Transportation Cabinet, the Cabinet is required to direct any peace officer to secure possession of these items and return them to the Cabinet.

BR 924 will require:

1.

The individual with a suspended license or registration to also return the motor vehicle 
license plate to the Transportation Cabinet; 

2.
The Transportation Cabinet to notify certain local governmental officials, who, in turn, are 
to direct any peace officer, including constables, to secure possession of the items and 
return them to the Cabinet;  

3.

That state or local agencies employing the peace officer, or elected peace officers 
themselves, receive $100 of the current $500 fine for failure to return the license, 
registration or license plate. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

BR 924 is expected to generate minimal to moderate additional revenue for local government agencies employing peace officers, and for elected peace officers. The additional revenue would be expected to be more than sufficient to offset expenses associated with collection of the license plates.
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
