MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

Provides that an Iraqi Freedom/Enduring Freedom combination hunting and fishing license shall be provided at a cost of $5.00 and that four free park passes for overnight accommodation shall be granted to veterans who served in Operation Iraqi Freedom or Operation Enduring Freedom.  

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  .

The KY Department for Fish and Wildlife will provide a combination hunting and fishing license to those veterans who qualify. Most licenses are issued at the point of sale.  These licenses would have to be issued from Frankfort, therefore there would be a need for the partial reallocation of a staff person.  The KY State Parks Department will provide free park passes to those veterans who qualify. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION:  

The cost to Fish and Wildlife to provide a individual Sportsman's license is approximately $100 per year. Of this amount, 80% represents a loss in Restricted Funds and 20% represents a loss of Federal Funds. If veterans are charged $5.00 for a license, the cost to Fish and Wildlife would decrease to $95.00.

The cost to Parks will be $20 per room Sunday through Thursday and $60 per room on Friday and Saturday.  

It is estimated that Kentucky could have as many as 6,650 veterans who could qualify.  If this number took advantage of the offer the fiscal impact on Fish and Wildlife could be $631,750 annually.  The cost to the agency would vary based on the number of participants.  In addition to the above totals is $20,000 annually would be needed for staff.

If 6,650 veterans received park passes for four days per year, the annual fiscal impact on the Parks Department could range from $532,000 for non-peak days (Sunday through Thursday) to $1,596,000 during peak days (Friday and Saturday). The cost to the agency would vary based on the number of participants and day requested (peak versus non-peak).
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
