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AN ACT relating to medical malpractice insurance.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

SECTION 1.   A NEW SECTION OF SUBTITLE 40 OF KRS CHAPTER 304 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

(1)
Unless justified by higher Kentucky claims payments, no medical malpractice insurer may:

(a)
Include in any rate filing any factor it has not included in all rate filings it has made for the same line of insurance in all other states during the previous twelve (12) month period; or

(b)
Allocate, in any rate filing, a greater percentage of premium to any factor than it has allocated to such factor in any rate filing it has made for the same line of insurance in any other state during the previous twelve (12) month period.

(2)
A rate filing of an insurer shall exclude from any rate filing any expense that the insurer has excluded with respect to the same line of insurance in any other state.
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
