AN ACT relating to alcoholic beverages.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 242.230 is amended to read as follows:

(1)
No person in dry territory shall sell, barter, loan, give, procure for or furnish another, or keep or transport for sale, barter or loan, directly or indirectly, any alcoholic beverage. 

(2)
No person shall possess any alcoholic beverage unless it has been lawfully acquired and is intended to be used lawfully[, and in any action the defendant shall have the burden of proving that the alcoholic beverages found in his possession were lawfully acquired and were intended for lawful use].

(3)
A person in possession of a quantity of beer equal to or less than four thousand three hundred twenty (4,320) fluid ounces or of a quantity of wine equal to or less than one thousand one hundred fifty-two (1,152) fluid ounces or of a quantity of alcoholic spirits equal to or less than one thousand (1,000) fluid ounces shall be presumed to be in lawful possession of alcoholic beverages.
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
