MEASURE'S PURPOSE:  

The purpose of this measure is to reaffirm that the General Assembly has the power to repeal, amend, modify, or suspend statutes and to create substantive law relating to financial matters in a biennial budget bill.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:  

This measure amends KRS 48.310 and creates a new section of KRS Chapter 48 to set forth language that will reaffirm the power of the General Assembly to repeal, amend, modify, or suspend statutes and create substantial law related to any appropriation or financial matter affecting the Commonwealth. The new section of KRS Chapter 48 also reaffirms the power of the General Assembly to make any other addition, revision, exemption, or change in the law of the Commonwealth that could be made in any other bill.
