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AN ACT relating to the state budget.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   KRS 48.310 is amended to read as follows:

[(1)
]No provision of a branch budget bill, except a section amended in accordance with subsection (1)(a) of Section 3 of this Act, shall be effective beyond the second fiscal year from the date of its enactment. A budget bill enacted at a special session or in an odd-numbered-year regular session of the General Assembly shall not be effective past July 1 of the year in which the next even-numbered-year regular session takes place.

[(2)
A budget bill may contain language which exempts the budget bill or any appropriation or the use thereof from the operation of a statute for the effective period of the budget bill.]
Section 2.   KRS 48.316 is amended to read as follows:

To the extent that the provisions of a budget bill are in conflict with any provisions of the Kentucky Revised Statutes[KRS Chapters 12, 42, 56, 152, 177, or 341], the provisions of those statutes[chapters] are[ hereby] suspended or modified.  Such suspension or modification shall not extend beyond the duration of the budget bill.

SECTION 3.   A NEW SECTION OF KRS CHAPTER 48 IS CREATED TO READ AS FOLLOWS:

Subject to the Kentucky Constitution and Section 1 of this Act, a budget bill may:

(1)
Repeal, amend, modify, or suspend any provision of the Kentucky Revised Statutes.

(a)
Amended statutes shall be set out at length as required by Section 51 of the Kentucky Constitution.

(b)
Modifications and suspensions shall be effected by new, noncodified language that shall supersede and change the operation of a statute. Modified or suspended statutes need not be set out at length, but the modification or suspension shall be introduced by "notwithstanding" or other language sufficient to identify the statute affected. Modifications and suspensions may relate to the funding provided in a statute or to any substantive provision that may be related to funding or the finances of the Commonwealth, such as conditions, restrictions, provisos, or directives on how or when funds are to be provided or spent;
(2)
Create substantive law related to any appropriation or financial matter affecting the Commonwealth. This includes creating programs, offices, or mechanisms to establish or facilitate the collection of revenue or the expenditure of funds, and establishing conditions, restrictions, provisos, or directives on how or when funds are to be provided or spent; and

(3)
Make any other addition, revision, exemption, or change in the law of the Commonwealth that could be made in any other bill.
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
