MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

To expand the tests for heritable disorders for newborns 

PROVISION/MECHANICS: 

Provides authority for the CHFS to purchase or acquire appropriate equipment and necessary personnel to conduct additional tests. Authorizes a separate fee to cover the cost of specified screening tests.

FISCAL EXPLANATION:

It is projected that the expansion and purchase of required laboratory equipment and follow up would be $2,800,000 to the Dept. of Public Health in the current fiscal year to be offset by an increase in testing fees from the current $14.50 to $53.50 in FY 2005-2006 to the approximately 71,000 babies projected to be tested during that fiscal year. If half of the tests are preformed on Medicaid eligible babies the benefits cost of that program would increase by $1,365,000 per year in Fiscal Year 2005-2006 and beyond.
