PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

This measure creates a new section of KRS Chapter 510 which designates that any person who works or volunteers at a public or private school who engages in sexual intercourse with a student at that school who is under 18 years of age shall be guilty of rape in the fourth degree; any person who works or volunteers at a public or private school who engages in deviant sexual intercourse with a student at that school who is under 18 years of age shall be guilty of sodomy; and any person who works or volunteers at a public or private school who subjects a student at that school who is under the 18 years of age to sexual contact shall be guilty of  sexual abuse in the fourth degree. The measure designates that rape in the fourth degree is a Class D felony; sodomy in the fifth degree is a Class D felony; and sexual abuse in the fourth degree is a Class A misdemeanor. 

If one of the above listed offenses occurs at a school, the measure also requires the school to notify all parents/guardians with students at the school at the time of the offense.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of BR 192 on local governments is expected to be minimal. The measure creates three new jailable offenses:


1) rape in the fourth degree, a Class D felony


2) sodomy in the fifth degree, a Class D felony 


3) sexual abuse in the fourth degree, a Class A misdemeanor

Local law enforcement will need training to comply with this measure. Local governments will also be responsible for incarcerating individuals who violate provisions of the measure.

Individuals convicted of a Class A misdemeanor could be incarcerated in the local jail for up to one year, at an average cost of approximately $31.68, per day, entirely at the local government's expense. Local governments are also responsible for the cost of incarcerating individuals who are charged with a Class D felony until the time of conviction and final sentencing. The average length of stay prior to a conviction and final sentencing is 8.7 months.

Once a person is convicted of a Class D felony, they may be housed at one of 71 local jails for the duration of their sentence. The state, however, reimburses the local jail for a portion of the incarceration costs. The current rate of reimbursement is $26.51 per day.

While local governments will incur some expenses as a result of BR 192, the incidence of offenses created by BR 192 is expected to be small, resulting in a minimal statewide impact.
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
