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MEASURE'S PURPOSE: 

The Commission for a Healthy Kentucky is created to develop an action plan to improve the health and well-being of all Kentuckians as set forth in Health Kentucky 2010.

PROVISION/MECHANICS:
The Commission will take public testimony and conduct service inventories and studies. Local school districts will also be required to have a food service director that meet certain credentialing requirements. 

FISCAL EXPLANATION: 

The Cabinet for Health and Family Services will provide administrative support to this Commission which will require minor expenditures. The Commission is authorized to employ consultants as necessary and that could involve additional expenditures that cannot be determined at this time.
