    Create a new section of KRS Chapter 213 to require the Commonwealth to create indexes of birth, death, marriage, and divorce vital records; establish the contents of the indexes; require the Department for Libraries and Archives to provide copies of the indexes to the public for a fee; require the Department for Libraries and Archives to permit the public to inspect the indexes free of charge; amend KRS 213.041 to enhance the security features of certified copies of vital records; amend KRS 213.131 to establish who may obtain a certified copy of a vital record; amend KRS 213.136 to subject vital records to civil and criminal discovery under federal and state rules; require the Office of Vital Statistics to provide a certified copy of a vital record to a person when directed to do so by a court order; amend KRS 213.991 to increase the criminal penalties for violating the vital records statutes. 



Summary Impact -- Indicate affected service levels, workloads, staff and program areas (describe any coordination issues with other state/external agencies or groups): 

Creating any change in the criminal penalties, such as the increase from an A Misdemeanor to a D Felony as outlined in the proposed legislation, will have an impact on the number of state inmates housed in local jails.  Class D inmates are housed in local jails as opposed to State institutions at the expense of the Department of Corrections.  This may also have a potential  fiscal and programmatic impact due to the number of probationers who would fall under the jurisdiction of the Department of Corrections.



Fiscal Impact -- Also include increased/decreased administrative cost and whether new fund sources would be required (identify fund sources, and GOPM staff person consulted): 
Inmates who are currently housed under KRS Chapter 213 are classified as Misdemeanor offenders.  The cost to incarcerate these offenders falls to the local jurisdiction in which the offender was prosecuted.  By increasing the penalty to a Class D felony, the state would incur the costs to incarcerate  as well as supervise on probation instead of the local jurisdiction.
