PURPOSE/MECHANICS  

HB 8/GA contained no provisions which mandated a fiscal impact upon local governments. HB 8/SCS 2 does contain provisions which mandate a fiscal impact upon local governments, as follows:

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
The extended weight road system shall not include any road or a portion of road that lies within the boundaries of a consolidated local government or urban-county government;

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Before adding or deleting a road from the extended weight road system, a representative of the Transportation Cabinet shall meet with a fiscal court, a governing body of a city of the first through fourth class, or a charter county government which, by resolution, has made recommendations to the secretary that certain roads or road segments in the county or corporate city limits should not be added or deleted from the extended weight road system because they pose inherent and definite hazards, special conditions, or greatly impact the economy of the county or city;

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Funds collected as part of a cooperative agreement with the person who wishes to transport cargo which exceeds the weight limits established by KRS 189.221, to give the governing body a bond to insure payment of the equitable costs for maintenance of the road, shall be expended on those roads covered by the cooperative agreement; and

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
If the governing body of a local government denies a request to enter into a cooperative agreement, it shall state the reasons for the denial. If a hearing officer determines that the requests for denial or the amount of the bond required is unreasonable, the hearing office may require the local government to enter into the cooperative agreement and shall set the amount of the bond required under the cooperative agreement.

FISCAL EXPLANATION/BILL PROVISIONS
ESTIMATED COST

The fiscal impact of HB 8/SCS 2 on local governments could range from minimal to significant.

HB 8/SCS 2 will:

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Require additional time and effort on the part of local government officials to meet with a representative of the Transportation Cabinet regarding the addition or deleting of the road from the extended weight road system;

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Require funds collected as part of a cooperative agreement with the person who wishes to transport cargo which exceeds the weight limits established by KRS 189.221, to be expended on those roads covered by the cooperative agreement, as opposed to any other roads within the boundaries of the local government;

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Require the governing body of a local government to state the reasons for a denial of a request to enter into a cooperative agreement with a person who wishes to transport cargo which exceeds the weight limits established by KRS 189.221; and

SYMBOL 183 \f "Symbol" \s 10 \h
Require the local government to accept the decision of a hearing officer in regard to the request for denial of a cooperative agreement, or the determination that the amount of bond required is unreasonable, thus requiring the local government to enter into a cooperative agreement if such is the decision of the hearing officer, and to accept the amount of the bond set by the hearing officer.
