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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION encouraging the Economic Development Cabinet to develop strategies to bring jobs into the Commonwealth of Kentucky that have previously been moved out of the country.

WHEREAS, the outsourcing of American jobs to foreign countries accounts for approximately ten to fifteen percent of American job losses each year; and

WHEREAS, an estimated 3.4 million service jobs are projected to be shipped overseas in the next 10 years, for an average annual loss of about 220,000 jobs per year; and

WHEREAS, the outsourcing of American jobs affects nearly every industry sector, including manufacturing, service, and technology, and has a negative impact on the wages and employment of American workers; and

WHEREAS, employment opportunities in the Commonwealth of Kentucky are limited and negatively impacted by the trend to outsource jobs, and these jobs are a viable pool for increasing employment opportunities in the state; and

WHEREAS, the economy of the Commonwealth of Kentucky and the welfare of its citizens would benefit greatly from attracting outsourced jobs to Kentucky;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Economic Development Cabinet is encouraged to develop strategies and approaches for attracting jobs to the Commonwealth of Kentucky that have been previously moved outside of the United States.
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
