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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Congress of the United States to adopt a proposed amendment to the Constitution of the United States to protect the definition of marriage.

WHEREAS, there has been a coordinated, local, state, and federal assault through legislation and through the courts  to permit same sex couples to marry or have civil unions with the same privileges of marriage; and

WHEREAS, ultimately, only through amendment of the Constitution of the United States can the traditional and historic view of marriage as a legally sanctioned union of two persons of different sexes be properly protected from assault in the courts and legislative bodies;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein, urges the Congress of the United States to pass an amendment to the Constitution of the United States defining marriage as the union of one man and one woman in marriage.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall send copies of this Resolution to the clerk of the House of Representatives of the United States, the clerk of the Senate of the United States, and each member of the Kentucky delegation to the Congress of the United States.
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
