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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION recognizing the Kentucky Institute of Medicine as a respected consortium capable of addressing the health care issues of the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

WHEREAS, the health of the people should be a major interest to all Kentuckians; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky is acknowledged to be a state with some of the poorest health conditions; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has a concentration of distinguished and influential leaders from the major health professions, the hospital industry, the health insurance industry, government, education, business, and the universities who are knowledgeable in health care, but there is no forum for discussion of health policy issues;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Institute of Medicine is recognized as a respected consortium capable of addressing the health care issues of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Kentucky Institute of Medicine should study health issues and respond to requests for analyses and advice to help form a basis for health policy decisions.
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
