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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION requesting and petitioning the Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education to give priority to research in and funding of adult stem cell research when expending funds available in the "Bucks for Brains" program.

WHEREAS, adult stem cell research has shown remarkable promise in advancing medical knowledge in many areas of disease and affliction; and

WHEREAS, adult stem cell research has the benefit of producing scientific advancement without the destruction of human embryos; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky has a significant population affected by diseases and conditions that would benefit from advanced research; and

WHEREAS, Kentucky's "Bucks for Brains" program has been very effective in advancing research and institutional knowledge in areas where funds have been directed;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education is requested to give priority when expending funds available in the "Bucks for Brains" program to the acquisition of research personnel and the filling of professorships in areas that promote adult stem cell research.
