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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION urging the Congress of the United States to pass and present to the states for approval a constitutional amendment guaranteeing the rights of the citizenry to own and carry firearms.
WHEREAS, the Second Amendment of the Constitution of the United States is designed to permit the possession and ownership of firearms; and
WHEREAS, federal courts, including the Supreme Court of the United States, have chosen to interpret the Second Amendment to the Constitution of the United States to apply to the "militia," which the courts define now as the National Guard and not the citizenry as a whole; and
WHEREAS, states have chosen to enact a welter of confusing and conflicting statutes relating to the possession and carrying of firearms; and
WHEREAS, the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein, feels most importantly that the law in this area be clarified and that the citizens of the United States be given the right to own and carry firearms without the burden of conflicting and unnecessary state laws;
NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:
Section 1.   The Congress of the United States is urged to pass and present to the states for approval an amendment to the Constitution of the United States which would guarantee to each citizen of the United States who is not a convicted felon the right to possess firearms and ammunition for his or her own use and the right to carry firearms, openly or concealed, anywhere in the United States.
Section 2.  The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall send copies of this Resolution to each member of the Kentucky Delegation to the Congress of the United States and copies to the Clerk of the House of Representatives and the Clerk of the Senate of the Congress of the United States.
