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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the Thomas D. Emberton Bridge in Metcalfe County.

WHEREAS, Thomas D. Emberton was born on July 14, 1932 in Monroe County, Kentucky, spending his formative years in the south central region of this Commonwealth and graduating from Edmonton High School in 1950; and

WHEREAS, Thomas D. Emberton served his country in the United States Air Force from 1951 to 1955, prior to returning to Kentucky to receive an undergraduate degree from Western Kentucky University; and

WHEREAS, upon receiving his law degree from the University of Louisville in 1962, Thomas D. Emberton began a career of public service which has continued to this day; and

WHEREAS, Thomas D. Emberton served his local community as the Metcalfe County Attorney from 1964 to 1967, served the Commonwealth of Kentucky as Executive Assistant to Governor Nunn from 1967 to 1970, and served the Commonwealth as a Commissioner on the Public Service Commission in 1970; and

WHEREAS, Thomas D. Emberton was the nominee of the Republican Party for Governor of Kentucky in 1971; and

WHEREAS, in 1989, Judge Thomas D. Emberton began a long and distinguished career as a jurist serving as a Judge on the Kentucky Court of Appeals and becoming the Court of Appeals Chief Judge in 2003; and

WHEREAS, this distinguished Kentuckian has enriched the lives of so many people with his dedication to this Commonwealth through his service to the Executive and Judicial branches of Kentucky state government;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge numbered B00016 on United States Route 68, which crosses the Clay Lick Creek in Metcalfe County, as the "Thomas D. Emberton Bridge."

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within thirty days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 1 of this Resolution that read "Thomas D. Emberton Bridge."
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
