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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming portions of various state roads and bridges.

WHEREAS, from time to time, the General Assembly has seen fit to honor various Kentuckians by naming portions of state highways in their honor; and

WHEREAS, these Kentuckians have come from all walks of life, held a multitude of jobs, and had a variety of reasons that they were deserving of the honor; and

WHEREAS, these individuals have included former Governors, decorated veterans, slain law enforcement officers, local elected officials, astronauts, doctors, educators, and civic leaders; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly has often honored the veterans of this state by naming portions of several roads, from Interstates to small two-lane country roads, in their honor; and

WHEREAS, the General Assembly again sees fit to honor a group of individuals who have made the lives of their fellow Kentuckians better and brought honor and respect to the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of the General Assembly, both individually and collectively, albeit posthumously, proclaim the victims of the 1932 Yancey Mine Disaster to have been outstanding citizens and representatives of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the segment of Kentucky Route 72 in Harlan County beginning at the southernmost city limits for the City of Harlan and ending at the junction of Kentucky Route 72 and County Road 1216, as the "1932 Yancey Mine Disaster Memorial Highway."

Section 3.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs along the segment of Kentucky Route 72 identified in Section 2 of this Resolution that read "1932 Yancey Mine Disaster Memorial Highway."

Section 4.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge number B00013 on Kentucky Route 292, which crosses the Wolf Creek in Martin County, the "John C. Cline Memorial Bridge."

Section 5.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 4 of this Resolution that read "John C. Cline Memorial Bridge."

Section 6.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name bridge number B00069 in Johnson County located on United States Route 23 and the junction of the Licking Fork, CSX Railroad, and Kentucky Route 825 as the "World War II Veterans Memorial Bridge."

Section 7.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each approach of the bridge identified in Section 6 of this Resolution that read "World War II Veterans Memorial Bridge."

Section 8.   The members of the General Assembly, both individually and collectively, express their profound sense of sorrow over the death of Officer Jason Cammack, and their admiration for his dedicated service to the Commonwealth.

Section 9.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate United State Route 60 in Franklin County from the Woodford County line to the intersection with United States Route 460 the "Officer Jason Cammack Memorial Highway."

Section 10.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs naming the "Officer Jason Cammack Memorial Highway" at both ends of the route identified in Section 9 of this Resolution.

Section 11.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name Kentucky Route 11 in Mason, Fleming, Bath, Montgomery, and Powell Counties "The Veterans Memorial Highway."

Section 12.   Within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, the Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs designating Kentucky Route 11 in Mason, Fleming, Bath, Montgomery, and Powell Counties as "The Veterans Memorial Highway."

Section 13.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge numbered B00016 on United States Route 68, which crosses the Clay Lick Creek in Metcalfe County, as the "Thomas D. Emberton Bridge."

Section 14.   The Transportation Cabinet shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 13 of this Resolution that read "Thomas D. Emberton Bridge."

Section 15.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge on Kentucky Route 1428 in Prestonsburg, Floyd County, over the CSX railroad the "Col. Andrew Jackson May Bridge."

Section 16.   Within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, the Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs at each end of the bridge identified in Section 15 of this Resolution which read "Col. Andrew Jackson May Bridge."

Section 17.   The Transportation Cabinet shall designate United States Route 25 in Madison county from mile point 4.912 (Glades Road intersection) to mile point 12.027 (United States Route 421 intersection) as the "John G. Fee Memorial Highway."

Section 18.   Within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, the Transportation Cabinet shall erect signs at each end of this route identified in Section 17 of this Resolution, and at appropriate intervals in between, that read "John G. Fee Memorial Highway."

Section 19.   The members of this body, both individually and collectively, do mourn the passing of Ronald Wilson Reagan and express gratitude and thanks for his leadership of this great nation.

Section 20.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the road under construction form the Black Oak Industrial Park to the AA Highway in Lewis County the "Ronald Reagan Memorial Parkway," and shall erect signs identifying the road at its termini.

Section 21.   The Transportation Cabinet shall also place identifying turn-off signs for the Ronald Reagan Memorial Parkway on the AA Highway.

Section 22.   The signs required by Sections 20 and 21 of this Resolution shall be erected when the road identified in Section 20 of this Resolution is opened to traffic.

Section 23.   To honor the service of former Marine Corps Colonel William E. Barber, the Transportation Cabinet shall name the bridge on Kentucky Route 772 over the Licking River the "Colonel William E. Barber Memorial Bridge," and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect signs naming the bridge. The signs naming the bridge in this section shall denote that Colonel Barber was a recipient of the Medal of Honor.
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
