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A JOINT RESOLUTION naming the Woodrow W. Burchett Memorial Bridge.

WHEREAS, Woodrow Wilson Burchett was a practicing attorney in the city of Prestonsburg for 60 years from 1933 to 1993; and

WHEREAS, Woodrow Wilson Burchett served as Prestonsburg City Attorney from 1938-1941 and Floyd County Attorney from 1942-1954; and

WHEREAS, Woodrow Wilson Burchett served his Commonwealth as a member of the Kentucky Public Service Commission from 1960-1968 and as a member of the Kentucky Harness Racing Commission form 1974-1982; and

WHEREAS, Woodrow Wilson Burchett was a man of the mountains, known for his wit, wisdom, and compassion; and

WHEREAS, Woodrow Wilson Burchett was an unofficial goodwill ambassador for Prestonsburg and Floyd County, touring throughout the state giving speeches and writing often of the uniqueness of his neighbors and the beauty of the land;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Transportation Cabinet shall name the new Town Branch Bridge on Kentucky Route 3384 over the Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy River the "Woodrow Wilson Burchett Memorial Bridge" and shall, within 30 days of the effective date of this Resolution, erect appropriate signs at both ends of the bridge.
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
