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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in loving memory and honor of Bobby James "Bubba" Warner.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Bobby James "Bubba" Warner, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Bobby James Warner was born on December 16, 1955, a native of Montgomery County, Kentucky, and long time resident of Mason County, Kentucky, and he traversed these earthly bounds on February 2, 2005; and

WHEREAS, Bobby James Warner was the loving son of the late James "Hick" Warner and Margaret Stone Warner; he also was preceded in death by a brother, Dudley Thomas Warner; he was the devoted husband of Julia Reid Warner; he was the loving father of three sons, Ryan Smith, Michael Smith, and James Warner, all of Maysville; he was the proud grandfather of two granddaughters, Abigail and Victoria Smith; and he also leaves behind two loving sisters, Mary Linda Copher of Owingsville and Cathy King of Whitley City, and two loving nephews, Bobby Hart of Dayton, Ohio and Roger Copher of Owingsville; and

WHEREAS, at the time of his passing, Bobby James Warner was chief photographer at the Ledger Independent in Maysville, a position he held for 15 years, and he also was a photographer for the Associated Press, the National Press, and the Morehead News Daily Independent; he was a former Montgomery County firefighter and EMT, and he had served as a volunteer firefighter in Owingsville in 1975; and

WHEREAS, Bobby James Warner was a gifted and noted photographer; many of his photographs were published nationwide, and he was revered for his photographic genius; he was a fair and honest reporter, dedicated in his profession, and he covered a wide range of subjects during his career, including photographing Maysville celebrities Rosemary Clooney and Miss America Heather Renee French Henry; and he was the recipient of a prestigious Member Showcase Award from the Associated Press in 2002 for his award-winning photograph of several law enforcement officials with weapons drawn as they prepared to remove a suspected bank robber from a getaway car outside of Flemingsburg; and

WHEREAS, it is with fond recollection that we remember Bobby James Warner, not only for his many accomplishments as a master photojournalist, his passionate love of family, and the friendships he made and sustained through the years, but also for his understanding of the common man, which he demonstrated daily; he gladly gave of his time to community service, and his faith in God carried him through a family crisis that otherwise would have been almost impossible to endure; he let Christ steer his life, and he was a devout member and trustee of the New Life Church of Christ in Flemingsburg, where his funeral also was held on February 7, 2005; and

WHEREAS, a life spent worthily should be measured by deeds, not years, and through his compassion, enthusiasm, and genuine love and concern for his fellow man, Bobby James Warner is worthy of the highest commendation; and

WHEREAS, the passing of Bobby James "Bubba" Warner has left a void that cannot be filled, and he is mourned across the length and breadth of the Commonwealth;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby express its profound sense of sorrow upon the passing of Bobby James "Bubba" Warner, and extends to his family and many friends its most heartfelt sympathy.
