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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of the 95th anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America.

WHEREAS, the Boy Scouts of America has been at the forefront of instilling timeless values in youth since its founding in 1910; and

WHEREAS, this national youth movement has made serving others through its values-based program its mission; and

WHEREAS, the Boy Scouts of America is committed to helping millions of youth succeed by providing the support, friendship, and mentoring necessary to live a happy and fulfilling life; and

WHEREAS, the Lincoln Heritage Council of the Boy Scouts of America and its 736 scouting programs are celebrating Scouting's 95th anniversary with the theme "On My Honor, Timeless Values"; and

WHEREAS, there are more than 500 community organizations that make Scouting available for more than 40,000 youth members and adult volunteers in our area who participate in the Scouting program as a means of character building, citizenship training, and personal fitness;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives is honored to recognize the 95th anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America and does hereby designate February 6-12, 2005 as Scouting Anniversary Week in the Commonwealth of Kentucky. The House of Representatives also expresses its appreciation to the Lincoln Heritage Council and the Boy Scouts of America for their interest in and dedication to America's youth.
