WHEREAS, the Lady Centurions were led by head coach Don Rice, who along with his able assistants Jim Wright, Steve Schubert, and Leah Gromberg, melded this talented group of young athletes into a championship team; and

WHEREAS, the Lady Centurions went through an early morning defensive workout on the day of the championship, and then played their stifling brand of defense to perfection in that afternoon's championship game, allowing two-time defending champion Clinton County a mere 32 points; and

WHEREAS, the talent, perseverance, and dedication of the Lady Centurions have thrilled basketball fans not only in Louisville, but throughout the Commonwealth, and the results of their efforts will be written indelibly in the annals of basketball history in the Bluegrass State;
