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A RESOLUTION recognizing and honoring postsecondary education in the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, postsecondary education in the Commonwealth, which is made up of a system of community and technical colleges, public comprehensive and research universities, and private colleges and universities, is a critical component of the culture of the state; and

WHEREAS, the mission of postsecondary education is to build better lives for the people of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the postsecondary education mission also includes increasing adult literacy and work skills and increasing the college-going and completion rates; and

WHEREAS, postsecondary education is helping to build a new economy in Kentucky with new industries, new jobs, and higher earnings; and

WHEREAS, the mission of postsecondary education and the successful role it plays in the life of the Commonwealth is furthered by the diligent and creative work of the faculty and staff of the institutions;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The postsecondary education institutions, with their faculty and staff, are recognized and honored for the role they play in improving the lives of the citizens of the Commonwealth.

Section 2.   The presidents of community and technical colleges and the public and private universities shall be sent a copy of this resolution and encouraged to share its contents with the faculty and staff of the institutions.
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
