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A RESOLUTION honoring the National Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials and the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials.

WHEREAS, the National Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials is an organization, composed of African-American elected officials from across the United States of America, which diligently seeks to influence national policies and issues of particular importance to this nation's African-American community; and 

WHEREAS, the National Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials was created in 1970, and works independently with its members to inform them on issues affecting the African-American community and to help devise ways to achieve their community objectives through legislation and direct action; and

WHEREAS, the National Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials recently elected Leo V. Chaney, Jr. as President, Felicia Moore as President-Elect, Terry Riley as First Vice-President, Patrick Cannon as Second Vice-President, Sandi Colquitt as Treasurer, William “Bo” Brown as Assistant Treasurer, Sabra Pierce Scott as Secretary, Louvenia Mathison as Assistant Secretary, Robert Raynor, Jr. as Parliamentarian, Barbara Swearengen Holt as Chaplain, and Artis Gillam, Sr. as Historian; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials is a membership organization established to provide a forum for Black elected officials and the community to express and share ideas, experiences, and knowledge and to provide a forum for educating members and the community; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials was created in 1999 at the Kentucky League of Cities Annual Convention and formed to represent the interests of Kentucky's African American elected officials; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials believes that education and sharing of information will enhance the community and the organization's overall contribution to the science and practice of public policy; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials actively supports and aggressively promotes it members for leadership positions within the National League of Cities and the Kentucky League of Cities; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials is composed of city officials from large, medium, and small cities across the length and breath of the Commonwealth, and offers an information network of colleague contacts to share ideas, offer suggestions, and assist in the resolution of issues facing local elected officials; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials provides advice, comments, and advocates policy positions that reflect the interests of the African-American community; and 

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Black Caucus of Local Elected Officials keeps apprised of the issues that matter to Kentucky communities and conducts community outreach programs intended to give back to the community;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:
