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A RESOLUTION urging the Interim Joint Committee on Local Government to study subdivision-of-land issues and training and education requirements for planning officials.

WHEREAS, while for the first time in its history the majority of the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky live in urbanized areas, it should not be forgotten that a significant population resides in rural areas of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, as more localities adopt planning and zoning under the provisions of KRS Chapter 100, not all of which are urban in nature, the question of the propriety of a single application of the provisions of KRS Chapter 100 regarding the subdivision of land becomes an issue relative to nonurban needs versus urban needs; and

WHEREAS, it is of utmost importance to ensure that the planning officials in charge of making these land-use decisions, especially those concerning the subdivision of land, have all the educational tools necessary to make decisions that can have significant impacts upon the citizens within those localities, whether they be in urban or rural areas;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The Interim Joint Committee on Local Government is urged to evaluate the efficacy of statutes relating to the subdivision of land in KRS Chapter 100, specifically KRS 100.111, relating to the definition of "subdivision," and KRS 100.273 to 100.292, relating to subdivision management, in light of the changing demography of the Commonwealth of Kentucky to determine whether the needs of rural areas are met, as well as those of urban areas.

Section 2.   The Interim Joint Committee on Local Government is urged to further evaluate the training and continuing education requirements for local planning officials set forth in KRS 147A.027, and the content of seminars conducted thereunder, to determine whether these local planning officials are presented with a curricula that is most beneficial to them in carrying out their exceedingly important work.
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
