WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block was a distinguished resident of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, residing in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block attended St. Margaret Mary Catholic School where he was lauded for his achievements in academics and sports and where he helped lead its football team to appear for the first time in the Toy Bowl hosted by the Catholic youth sports association of the Diocese of Birmingham in Alabama; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block attended Trinity High School where he helped lead its football team to victory at the state championship and where he was selected first-team All State; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block's academic and athletic skills were further evidenced at the United States Naval Academy and Centre College in Danville, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block was an accomplished writer whose work appeared in many regional publications, including, among others, the Louisville Courier Journal; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block wrote "Psychobabblish," a play chronicling a personal battle with mental illness and the hope-filled resumption of living life in the context of mental illness; and

WHEREAS, "Psychobabblish" has been performed many times, with many more performances scheduled, and has been nominated for the distinguished Humana Festival of New Plays in Louisville; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block was an extraordinary advocate for the Kentucky Consumer Advocate Network, the Criminal Justice Committee of the Kentucky Commission on Mental Health Series, the National Alliance for the Mentally Ill--Kentucky, and the Mental Health Association of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block was the beloved son of Bernard F. Block and Anne R. Staley and the beloved brother of Sarah Elizabeth Sheets, Mary Susan Sutherland, and Andrew Francis Block; and

WHEREAS, David Jeffrey Block died February 20, 2005;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby extend to the family and friends of David Jeffrey Block its most heart-felt condolences on the occasion of his loss, and furthermore recognizes that he has contributed greatly for the cause of advocacy for mental health issues not only through his service with advocacy associations, but also through his skill, in writing, thereby introducing hundreds, if not thousands, of persons to the on-going, personal struggles and victories that many individuals face on a daily basis in light of mental illness.
