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A RESOLUTION commending Cinergy/PSI for announcing it will install pollution controls.

WHEREAS, the Cinergy Gallagher Plant located in Floyd County, Indiana, just across the Ohio River from Louisville, has for many years emitted many more tons of Sulfur Dioxide (SO2) annually, and many more pounds of SO2 per British Thermal Unit (BTU) than any other utility plant in the area; and

WHEREAS, residents of western Louisville have historically described frequent occurrences of dense, black smoke coming from the Gallagher Plant and the deposition of particles in their yards, and on their homes and cars, and the Gallagher Plant has been permitted visible emissions at a more lenient 40% compared with 20 % for LG&E; and

WHEREAS, the EPA initiated federal new source review enforcement actions against electric utility plants for making modifications to coal-fired plants without receiving appropriate permits, and the Gallagher Plant was among those plants identified in the EPA initiative; and

WHEREAS, this honorable body in the year 2004 called upon Cinergy to reduce the pollution created by the Cinergy Gallagher Plant and to engage productively in discussions with officials of the Jefferson County metropolitan area, the local air-quality task force, and the Commonwealth to plan for required federal air quality standards, and for cleaner air for the citizens of the Jefferson County metropolitan area and the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, the mayor of the Louisville-Jefferson County Metro Government has discussed with Gallagher and Cinergy officials the above issues and concerns and the contribution to regional pollution reduction that the power plant should make; and

WHEREAS, to its great credit, Cinergy announced in the Fall of 2004 that it would install new pollution control equipment at the Gallagher plant that will be up to seventy percent (70%) more efficient in reducing particulate emissions and will also reduce sulfur dioxide emissions by forty percent (40%); and

WHEREAS, Cinergy also announced that two additional scrubbers will be installed at the Cinergy Princeton, Indiana facility, 100 miles from Louisville; and 

WHEREAS, Cinergy has announced that when construction is completed, its Gallagher plant will be the first plant on its system to install state-of-the art equipment to reduce particulates;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky commends Cinergy/PSI for responding to the needs of our citizens for clean air, and for its $500,000,000 investment in pollution controls at the Gallagher and Princeton plants.

Section 2.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, in view of the urgency for cleaner air in Louisville and the surrounding area after so many years of pollution, calls upon Cinergy/PSI to expedite the installation of these critically needed pollution controls and move up its announced 2007 completion date to 2006.
