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A RESOLUTION honoring the 100th anniversary of Steam Engine 152.

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 has diligently served the Commonwealth since its construction in 1905; and

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 was at the head of passenger trains when it ran the Lebanon Branch, once a vital artery of Central Kentucky during the Civil War; and

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 has had the distinction of pulling the trains of Presidents Theodore Roosevelt, Herbert Hoover, and Harry S. Truman; and

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 continues to power the passenger trains of the Kentucky Railway Museum through the forests, fields, and farmlands of the scenic and historic Rolling Fork River Valley along the New Haven, Kentucky route; and

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 was designated as the "Official State Locomotive of the Commonwealth" by the legislature in 2000; and

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 is the only fully restored and operational Louisville and Nashville (L&N) Steam Engine in the world; and

WHEREAS, Steam Engine 152 is on the "National Register of Historic Places and Objects"; and

WHEREAS, 2005 marks the one hundredth anniversary of the commissioning of Steam Engine 152; and

WHEREAS, the Kentucky Railway Museum has fulfilled its mission of educating Kentuckians about the historical importance of railways to the development of Kentucky by continuing to run trains along important historical routes and preserving this rare piece of locomotive history by completely restoring Steam Engine 152 through a thirteen-year volunteer effort;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives hereby lauds and recognizes the years of service provided by Steam Engine 152 under the auspices of the Kentucky Railway Museum, whose dedication to revitalizing locomotives and railway history has benefited all who have had and will have the privilege of visiting the museum.
