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A RESOLUTION urging members of Kentucky's Congressional delegation to retain funding for Amtrak rail services that operate in the Commonwealth.

WHEREAS, Amtrak's Chicago to Washington, D.C. line, "The Cardinal," stops in Maysville, South Shore/South Portsmouth, and Ashland, Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, people come from all over Ohio and Kentucky to these three Kentucky towns to catch "The Cardinal"; and

WHEREAS, "The Cardinal" serves as a great boon to tourism in the northeast corner of the state; and

WHEREAS, in addition to helping the tourism industry, "The Cardinal" serves as a key alternative method of transportation for many Kentuckians, especially those traveling to our nation's Capitol; and

WHEREAS, keeping "The Cardinal" operating and running through the Commonwealth is key to Kentucky's future;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The members of this body urge the members of Kentucky's Congressional delegation to make every effort possible to maintain the Amtrak service that runs through the Commonwealth and serves as a vital transportation link and a boon to tourism.

Section 2.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives to transmit a copy of this Resolution to each member of Kentucky's delegation to the United States House of Representatives and the United States Senate.
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
