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A RESOLUTION adjourning the House of Representatives in honor of the members of the Kentucky National Guard's 299th Chemical Company serving in Iraq.

WHEREAS, the people of this Commonwealth have the greatest pride and confidence in the men and women serving in the Kentucky National Guard; and

WHEREAS, the National Guard has played a major role in defending our nation; the Kentucky National Guard has deployed more troops and for a longer period of time for the Global War on Terrorism than at any time since World War II; many U.S. troops stationed in Iraq are Guard members facing front-line dangers; and

WHEREAS, the 299th Chemical Company from Jackson, Kentucky, was mobilized on December 10, 2004, in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom; the company was sent to Fort Dix, New Jersey, before deploying to Iraq; the 299th Chemical Company, along with a unit from Morehead, Kentucky, joined forces to serve with the B Company 206th Engineer Battalion from Hazard, Kentucky; and 

WHEREAS, the members of the 299th Chemical Company will be on active duty for eighteen months, faithfully fulfilling their assigned missions; and

WHEREAS, families of the courageous members of the 299th Chemical Company are also recognized for the great sacrifices they are making for their country; and

WHEREAS, these brave members of the Kentucky National Guard have answered the call to duty by selflessly serving the people of the Commonwealth and our nation with dedication and honor;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Kentucky expresses its deepest appreciation and wholehearted support of the members of the Kentucky National Guard's 299th Chemical Company for their outstanding efforts in protecting American liberty and providing for the security of the Commonwealth. This body extends its best wishes and blessings now and in the future.
