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A RESOLUTION memorializing Dr. Howard Lee Bost and adjourning the House of Representatives in his honor and memory.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Dr. Howard Lee Bost, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was a long time resident of the Commonwealth of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost graduated from the University of Texas with a degree in business administration; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost graduated from the University of Michigan where he earned his doctorate in medical economics, holding the distinction of being the first graduate to receive a doctorate in that particular field of study; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost served the citizens of this nation as a Lieutenant in the United States Navy in World War II, where he was stationed in North Africa; and

WHEREAS, we, as benefactors of the sacrifices of the members of the armed forces, should be ever mindful of their offering of their lives in defense of this nation; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was instrumental in developing benefit program proposals for health and retirement benefits for the over three million members of the United Auto Workers; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was instrumental in the founding of the University of Kentucky Medical Center, a preeminent and "state of the art" facility serving the citizens of the Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, in concert with New York Senator Jacob Javits, Dr. Howard Lee Bost served as principal staff and Executive Director to the National Committee on Health Care of the Aged, which presented a report to President John F. Kennedy, which in turn facilitated the creation of the national Medicare program; and

WHEREAS, as a result of his sterling service, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was selected as the first Deputy Director of the Bureau of Health Services in the Social Security Administration, undertaking the Herculean task of planning and implementing the new Medicare program, and was subsequently awarded with the Commissioner's Award for 1966, and was presented a letter of Commendation from President Lyndon Johnson for his outstanding work; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost again worked with the University of Kentucky Medical Center as Assistant Vice President and Professor of Community Medicine and as a result of his work there, was instrumental in the development of Appalachian Regional Healthcare, a network of hospitals whose considerable healing influence is felt in Kentucky, Virginia, and West Virginia; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost aided the nascent system by serving on the board of directors as chair; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was a founding director of the Foundation for a Healthy Kentucky, a foundation dedicated to addressing the health needs of the citizens of the Commonwealth, his service continuing until his death; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost gave of his considerable talents by serving on the National Board of Missions of the Presbyterian Church, and was an active member of the Second Presbyterian Church in Lexington; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was the loving husband for 55 years of Helen Louise Tindal Bost, who preceded him in death; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Lee Bost was the beloved father of Cynthia L. Bost, and the beloved brother of Dr. Roger Browning Bost and Margaret Louise Douglass;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby extend to the friends and family of Dr. Howard Lee Bost its most heartfelt and sincere condolences on the occasion of his passing and, furthermore, affirms that his life-long efforts at providing healthcare provided manifold benefits for not only the citizens of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, but for the entirety of the United States, ensuring that these citizens are able to lead healthy and productive lives.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it shall do so in memory and honor of Dr. Howard Lee Bost.
