A RESOLUTION memorializing Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton and adjourning the House of Representatives in his honor and memory.

With deepest respect and admiration, we pay homage and tribute to Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton, and we pause in silent reverence for his soul.

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was a native son of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, born in Redbush in Johnson County; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton received his bachelor of science degree from the University of Illinois, his doctor of medicine degree from the University of Illinois College of Medicine, and his master of science degree in surgery from the University of Minnesota; he performed his internship at Cook County Hospital in Chicago, and performed a surgical fellowship at the Mayo Clinic; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton led a distinguished tour of duty in World War II serving in the Medical Corps of the United States Army from 1942-1946, where he was a surgeon in the Southwest Pacific during the Guadalcanal, New Georgia, New Guinea and Bougainville Campaigns; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton continued his service as Assistant Chief of Surgery at Battey General Hospital in Rome, Georgia, where he achieved the rank of Major; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was presented the Asiatic-Pacific Theater Ribbon with two Bronze Battle Stars, the American Theater Ribbon, and the World War II Victory Medal; and

WHEREAS, we, as benefactors of the sacrifices of the members of the armed forces, should be ever mindful of their offering of their lives in defense of this nation; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was instrumental in forming the Lexington Medical Foundation that provided housing and assistance to medical students, primarily from the eastern portion of Kentucky; and

WHEREAS, during his medical practice Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was a pioneer in the conservative surgical management of peptic ulcer disease and was an accomplished scholar and inventor in his field; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton gave of his time and talents serving as a University of Kentucky Fellow, as a Clinical Professor of Surgery, and as a member of the Lexington Surgical Society, the Kentucky Surgical Society, the Southeastern Surgical Society, Central Surgical Society, the International Surgical Society, and the Royal College of Surgeons; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton served as staff of Good Samaritan Hospital and St. Joseph's Hospital, and was Chairman of the Department of Surgery at Central Baptist Hospital, as well as serving for a time as the staff surgeon for the Crippled Children's Commission and the Shriner's Hospital for Crippled Children; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was a Fellow of the American College of Surgeons and was also an examiner for the American Board of Surgery; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was the beloved husband of Audrey Joyce Shimmin Dorton for 63 years; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was the beloved father of Bonnie Greeson, Sue Cole, Nancy Thoma, Judy Woods, Dede Dorton Eakle, and Amy Louise Dorton; and

WHEREAS, Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton was a proud grandfather and great-grandfather;

NOW, THEREFORE,

Be it resolved by the Senate of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky:

Section 1.   The House of Representatives does hereby proffer its most heartfelt and sincere condolences to the family and friends of Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton on the occasion of his passing and, furthermore, affirms that his military service to this Commonwealth and to his country, as well as his preeminent medical practice has provided comfort and an improved quality of life for the citizens of this Commonwealth and nation.

Section 2.   When the House of Representatives adjourns this day, it shall take account of the manifold accomplishments of Dr. Howard Ellsworth Dorton, and shall do so in his honor and memory.
